8.1 – 7th and 8th Grade Girls Conditioning Basketball Camp (Ron Caperton)  Mr. Caperton was not at the meeting.  Board made motion to sponsor the Basketball Camp.

8.2 – Wheeler and Associates FYE 6/30/09 and 6/30/10 (Sam Wheeler)  Mr. Wheeler introduced Kim Egger as his new partner in the business.  Ms. Egger gave report on the last two years of audit, and she will be coming back to have a meeting with Biszmaier, Mody and Wano on the 2011 audit, on June 20, 2011
8.3– Tuolumne Transportation/Westside Trail (Tyler Summerset)  Summerset and Brian Kermeen spoke again to the Board about possibly getting a grant to help with improvements to the Westside Trail.  The grant would come thru the Tuolumne County Transportation Counsel.  Summerset advised that a letter of interest should be sent to the Transportation Counsel for consideration in the grant money.                       
8.4 – Westside Trail Steam Donkey (Artzer) Artzer met with Kevin Day about getting a steam donkey for the Westside Trail head.  Day advised that there was no problem getting the donkey, just get ahold of Lester Lingo.  Artzer had been trying to get in touch with Lingo but he has been out of town.  Artzer advised that Covers are willing to move the donkey and put it in the new location with a foundation for $$2,500.00. The Cover’s would in turn donate back $1,250.00 to the district.  Artzer and Munsel are going to try to get in touch with Lingo. 
8.5 – Lady Washington Stamp Mill Resolution (Munsel/Artzer):  Resolution was voted on and signed by Krieg and Wright, copy mailed to the Tuolumne City Museum.  John Feriani will be the liaison between the owners of the mine and Tuolumne Park and Recreation District.

8.6 – Tot Lot Fencing (Artzer)  Artzer proposed getting fencing along the Bay Street side of the Tot Lot.  The fencing would be a type of rod iron and placed there until the shrubs have a chance to grow and also detour people from parking along that side of playground and walking over the shrubs.  This Item will be on Agenda next month. Board Member Munsel also requested an age limit sign be posted on the Tot Lot. 
8.8 – Drug Testing and Letter (Artzer/Wano)  Artzer advised use as an on call basis.  $50.00 for on call status.  We will call Drug Tech to test when needed.  
8.9 – Memorial Hall Playground Ground Cover (Artzer/Wood):   Wood informed Board that the cost of the ground cover for the Memorial Hall Playground would cost in the $20,000.00 range.  Wood is looking into some other source of ground cover.
8.10 – Depot Parking Lot Update (Krieg/Wright)  Wright advised the Board that he has been in contact with the Archeologist  and she is writing a letter for the Depot Lot.  
8.11 -  Independence Day Celebration (Fulcher/Wano)  Fulcher advised Board that due to some circumstances beyond our control, the Celebration for this year should be canceled and picked up again in October or November to start planning for next year.  Need to get more community involvement.
8.12 – Flag Pole Maintenance and Weathervane (Wood) Wood advised Board that United Sign Systems from Modest will be here on June 14th or 15th to start the work on the flag pole.  United Sign also has a 100ft boom truck that will be in the Westside Park doing the work.  Arrangements were made with Paul Kezis of Metalcrafters in Murphy’s to make a weathervane.  New weathervane will be put up during flag pole painting.  The Tuolumne City Museum has made a request for the old weathervane. 
8.13 – Oak Street Abandonment (Wright/Wood)  Wright and Wood attended the Board of Supervisors meeting on June 7th for the Oak Street Abandonment.  Board of Supervisor’s passed the Oak Street Abandonment.
8.14 - Proposition 84 (Krieg)  Krieg advised the Board that there were only 22  days to get the last of Proposition 84 in.  Krieg also advised that Proposition 84 would now be listed as Depot Parking Lot.
8.15 – Westside Little League Sponsor Plaque (Wano) Wano presented the Board with the sponsor plaques from the Red Sox and Athletics.

8.16 – Lot “P” Deed (Wood) Wood stated to Board that Jim Brisco came and had him go the Rancheria and meet with Kevin Day to sign the deed for lot “P”.  Wood signed paper and Brisco took deed down to the recorder and had the lot put into Tuolumne Park and Recreation District’s name.  The District now has the deed.
