8.  Discussion/Action Items 
8.1 – Tuolumne County Turkey Trot (R. Johnson) RJ came to the Board Meeting to see if a donation could be made to the Turkey Trot being held on November 15, 2011.  He advised Board that he has enough prizes to handle the 1st thru 5th place and would like a donation to help give the kids who were not in the top five some sort of prize.  RJ was advised by the Board, at this time due to budget cuts and other short falls, a donation will not be able to be given this year.  Board Member Artzer asked if the County was giving a donation, at this time RD did not know.                                                                     
8.2 – Sewer Connections (Wood)  Wood made inquire about the sewer hook ups on Reid Park and the Community Garden.  The bill for both are due and since we have nothing hooked up to the sewer, is it feasible to keep paying the bill.  Wood also stated that according to a land deal made with Willis for the Community Garden years ago, that sewer connection was connected to his.  This arrangement was made in exchange for a piece of land behind his garage.  The Board advised that the hook ups should be kept because the Tuolumne Sewer at this time does not have a no-use fee and if the hook up is disconnected we would have to pay the $7500.00 re-hook up fee.  Also the hook ups should be kept, in case the partials will need to be sold in the future.  
8.3– Community Garden (Wood) Wood was inquiring about the cost effectiveness of the Community Garden.  With the cost of water, sewer, and wages, was the Garden cost effective.  Some suggestions that could be made, raise the cost of the planting beds, cutting the hours worked at the Garden and possibility not having a crew work during the winter months.  Board requested to visit this issue next meeting and also the AM Aerobics class.
8.4 – Committee to see need of Community Service District option (Wright)  Wright would like to get a committee to see if the need for a Community Service District is needed per the Grand Jury Report.  This would involve the combining of the Tuolumne Fire and Tuolumne Sewer, Cemetery, Lighting District and the Tuolumne Park and Recreation District.  Board Member Krieg offered to be on Committee with Wright.
